These weapons are not featured in the equipment list, likely a product of US Army/USAF infighting that led to offensive operations being officially suspended prior to 1966. This was the only US Army unit to operate the PBR.  The Boston Whalers were acquired to help maintain coverage when PBRs were out of service for repairs. It appears that Miniguns were rare, and that Squadron allotments of both weapons often ended up mounted on vehicles rather than in static emplacements or ground mounted as intended.
